Success and Cooperation for a Better Future

Road safety is an important issue in Thai society with the number of accidents that
continue to rise. The loss of valuable lives and resources has made us aware of the need
to create a safe environment on the roads. for a better future and a safer life for the people.

Mr Surachai Liangboonlertchai, Senator, as Chairman of the Senate Integrated
Emergency Rescue and Road Safety Committee, spoke about the importance of cooperation
between the government and the public in solving the problem of road accidents.

In conclusion, the meeting resolved to approve the three proposed committee mem-
bers.

11.3 Agenda 3: Choosing a method for selecting the District Governor-nominee Desig-
nate to serve as District Governor for District 3350 in Rotary Year 2027-28 from 3 methods as
follows.

- By means of a nominating committee for the last five past District Governors
who are ready to act as a nominating committee as at present - 72 votes.

- By Ballot by mail - 1 vote

- By voting at 2025 District Conference - 5 votes

- Abstained - 1 vote
In conclusion, the meeting resolved to use the method of appointing the last

five past District Governors who are ready to act as a nominating committee as at present

11.4 Agenda 4: Consider determining the method for collecting District Levy for District
3350 by one of the following methods:

- Aflat rate of 1,100 baht for all members, collecting once each year. Any new
members come in, regardless of the entering month, will be collected at the
full rate of 1,100 Baht as at present - 7 votes

- A flat rate of 1,100 baht for existing members, collecting once each year. For
new members will be collected as Pro-rate for that year, starting from the
entering month as Month 1 - 71 votes

- Abstained - 1 vote.

In conclusion, the meeting resolved to use the method of Pro-Rate.

11.5 Agenda 5: Consider organizing or expanding District 3350 into 2 districts in accordance
with the Rotary International Bylaws 15.010.1 that states that Rotary districts with more than 100
clubs or more than 5,400 members, that districts, with the approval of clubs or members within
the district, can submit proposals to Rotary International to request to organize or expand a

district. Currently, District 3350 has 130 Rotary clubs that meet the criteria to apply.



- Approved the reorganizing District 3350 into 2 Districts - 27 votes

- Not approved the reorganizing District 3350 into 2 Districts - 43 votes

- Abstained - 9 votes

In conclusion, the meeting did not approve of organizing the District into 2
Districts.

11.6 Agenda 6 Consider and approve the proposal of the Rotary Club of Charoen

Nakhon to COL representative of District 3350 (PDG Nakarin Rattanakitsunthorn) to request an
enactment at the COL meeting in 2025 to enact the provisions regarding the qualifications of the
club president, in the event that the club president in the current year resigns or pass away, the
immediate past president must serve as club president until the term ends in that Rotary year.

- Approved as proposed - 66 votes

- Not approved - 7 votes

- Abstained - 6 votes.
