Fellow Rotarians,

December is Disease Prevention and Treatment month and so |
would like to bring something healthcare related to you.

While Thailand is an upper-middle income country, our health-
care system is one that punches above its weight. Raking 5" on the
Global Health Security Indexin 2021, the healthcare systemis
amongsome of thereadiestand mostavailable in the world.
However, if you speak with anyone who has had anything to do with
the public healthcare system in Thailand, you will have heard many
stories, some of which could make you question our claim to the
upper echelon of global healthcare ranking. The truth is that our
healthcare system is not bad, but it can be better, and it must be to
become a truly public system, available to everyone.

In 2022 the budget for the Universal Coverage Scheme, which is
the fund that runs the public health systems in the country, received
a budget 0f 198,891 billion baht, or 6.4% of the annual budget,
most of which are treatment-related expenditure. Only a small
percentage was allocated for prevention.

Money wise Thailand spends a reasonable amount on its health-
care system. However, the systemis not without its flaws, and
availability and accessibility are issues that have long plagued the
system. To put this in perspective one needs only look at the number
of populations per each available hospital bed, which we all learnt
the importance of during the Covid-19 pandemic. While there is no
global norm for the density of hospital beds in relation to total
population, the Wolrd Health Organization recommends a ratio of
400:1. If we look at Thailand’s overall ratio of 412:1, you may think
that Thailand is not faring too poorly on this metric. However, if you
zoom in and look at provincial data you will soon see that the disparity
between the most available province, Bangkok at 190:1, and the
three least available provinces, Nong Bua Lamphu at 753:1, Nakhorn
Phanom at 706:1, and Kamphaeng Phet at 684:1, is simply too large
to ignore. Adding to this stark difference the fact that only 14 provinces
meet or exceed the 400:1 ration and it becomes vividly clear how
much work Thailand must do to bring equity to its healthcare system.

For many years Rotary has been involved in the improvement of
the public healthcare system in Thailand through various projects
and initiatives, most notably the Global Grant projects, which have
seen the donation medical equipment to hospitals in need. However,
our focus has been largely on the support of the treatment, which
aligns with the eovernment’s longstanding healthcare policy focus.
I would like to invite you to do more to drive the disease preven-
tion effort, which is equally important, because when done right
prevention could save lives as well as treatment, if not better.

Of course lam not calling on you to stop treatment-focused
projects, as there are many people in dire need of treatment who may
not be ready, willing, or able to travel to seek treatment. Enhancing
the capacity of hospitals across the country remain one of the most
potent ways to deliver better quality of life. I simply ask that if you
could spare a thought for prevention, perhaps you could deliver even
more betterment for the communities and for Thailand as a whole.
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Unnatural disasters

In December, | will attend the United Nations COP28 climate change
summit in Dubai, United Arab Emirates. There, | will speak about the
convergence of two global crises: climate and mental health. As the
World Health Organization has noted, climate change worsens risk
factors — such as disruptions to homes and livelihoods — for mental
health problems. The emotional distress of a disaster also makes it
difficult for people to recover and rebuild.

Rotary partner ShelterBox is an international disaster relief charity
that has helped more than 2.5 million displaced people in approxi-
mately 100 countries with emergency shelter, essential household
items, and technical support. | wish to share this month’s column with
their CEO, Sanj Srikanthan, who explains that the words we choose to
describe disasters matter. — Gordon Mclnally

The term “natural” disaster has long been used to describe tropical
storms, floods, earthquakes, and volcanic eruptions, but there needs
to be an urgent shift in the language we use. While the term may seem
harmless, and we’ve not always gotten it right, we’ve learned through
our work with disaster-affected communities how it perpetuates a
dangerous myth that nothing could have been done to prevent
people being so badly affected. This misleading and harmful narrative
can lead to a lack of action to help people who need it.

The language we use matters. When we frame disasters as natural,
we fail to acknowledge the complex interplay between nature and the
role of human actions and how they impact communities around the
world.

Earthquakes, tsunamis, volcanic eruptions, and extreme storms,
drought, and flooding occur because of natural processes on Earth.
But it is how these events affect people or the environment that has
the potential to make them a disaster — outcomes influenced by
human factors like where people live, what types of homes they
have, politicalinstability, and the lack of proactive measures to
protect vulnerable communities. A disaster is the result of systemic
inequalities in access to resources and power. Where we live and how
much money we have often determines our ability to recover. The
people worst affected are those living in poverty, with the least means
to protect themselves and few resources to withstand the next event.

By framing these events as natural, we undermine the need for
proactive measures to protect vulnerable communities, masking the
underlying social, economic, and political instability that make margin-
alized and disadvantaged communities disproportionately affected.
Our teams see firsthand how issues like inequality, poverty, urbaniza-
tion, deforestation, and the climate crisis can make communities more
vulnerable.

At ShelterBox, we simply say “disaster” or are more specific,
describing the extreme weather, earthquake, tsunami, or volcanic
eruption. | urge everyone to help us in breaking this cycle by committing
to language that accurately reflects why people are affected so badly.

Only then does it pave the way to address the underlying causes of
vulnerability and work toward a more just and equitable future for all,
with the necessary investment, resources, and proactive measures to
help protect affected communities.

Disasters are not natural. Let’s stop saying they are.

Submission for the competition begins from 5 January to 10

Objectives: To promote public image, awareness, understanding and interest in Rotary through the use of still images and
video clips; and to communicate Rotary’s stories to Rotary's target audiences including Rotary members, Rotary families,
external parties, prospects and the public. The content of the poster and video must align with the campaign to promote
Rotary as "People of Action" and bring the Rotary brand to life. It highlights what happens when Rotary leaders come
together, share visions, exchange ideas, find solutions, and create changes in the communities through real-life actions.
The posters and videos must be in line with Rotary's storytelling guidelines for the activities being undertaken.

Posters and videos must reach all target audiences through integrated channels — whether they be classic media such
as newspapers, newsletters, bulletin boards, magazines; or modern social media such as Facebook, Instagram, LinkedIn,
etc.); or indoor LED advertising screen media or outdoor LED, billboards that are effective enough to attract attention and
interests. Please be reminded that they include the detail of Rotary and processes to which the audiences can be a part
of Rotary — whether as a member, donate to Rotary Foundation or become Rotary partners.

Special Rotary Thailand Project In this Rotary year, additional prizes are available for posters and video clips promoting
the “Safe Roads, Save Lives” campaign initiated by Rotary Thailand. The goal is to reduce deaths and injuries from traffic
accidents on Road Traffic Accidents (RTA). The death toll is expected to be nearly 20,000 cases this year. It is clear from

the data that if 100% of all motorcyclists were encouraged to wear helmets, up to 6,000 deaths could be avoided. All Rotary clubs in Thailand from all four
Districts have joined forces with various government and private organizations to create awareness to this problem since December 2022.

Qualifications Qualified contestants are Rotary and Rotaract clubs in District 3350 that are in good standing (dues paid on time).

The contest is divided into 2 categories:
Category A: Posters and video clips that promotes Rotarians and Rotaractors to be known as "People of Action”
Category B: Posters and video clips that especially promotes Rotary's image in the campaign project "Safe Roads, Save Lives"

Every club can submit both posters and video clips in both Categories A and B.

Criteria of images and videos submitted to the competition

+ Poster production and video clips must follow the "People of Action" guidelines in the Brand center of the Rotary International website www.rotary.org,
My Rotary.

+ The orientation of posters and video clips can be either portrait or landscape.

+ Images and video clips used must be original and reflect the activities of Rotarians or Rotaractors, either by the club’s own project or by joining with
another club. Stock images from other sources or free downloads are not allowed.

+ Only images are allowed to be edited through editing software to make the overall picture more attractive, but the main message (Together We,
followed by action verbs of activity type) must remain as set out in the rules.

Video Criteria 1. Accuracy in the use of Rotary brand
2. Ability to attract viewers such as number of Views, Likes, Follows, etc. (Please share results, if any)
3. Communicate that Rotary is "People of Action "
4. Telling the Rotary story, the way it was meant to be told
5. The video quality is detailed, sharp, and no flicker.
6. All videos used must be club-owned and showcase the good work of Rotary members in their activities.

Deadline for submission to the competition Submissions begin from 5 January to 10 March 2024. The committee will create a special Google form link and
will send the link before 5 January 2024.

Results of the competition: 12 regional winning photos and videos will be honored with certificates and trophies from the District and the District Public Image
and Communications Chair will send them to compete at Zone 10B&10C Level for prizes at the Zone level.

Zone Level Awards: Total of 12 prizes in 2 categories with 2 subcategories. Each subcategory has 3 prizes, including posters: Category A has 3 prizes, Category
B has 3 prizes, and video clips: Category A has 3 prizes and Category B has 3 prizes (total prize money 200,000 baht), divided as follows.

1. The winner of each category receives a prize of 25,000 baht (there are 4 prizes).

2. First runner-up receives a prize of 15,000 baht (there are 4 prizes)

3. 2nd runner-up receives a prize of 10,000 baht (there are 4 prizes)

The District Public Image and Communication Team is confident that this poster and video contest and competition will be enthusiastically received by all
clubs. This is to help build the image of the Rotary organization as a whole so that it is evident to outsiders that “Rotary is People of Action.”
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This year, Rotary International President R. Gordon R. Mclnally
has placed a special emphasis on projects that support mental
health. But the question he is most often asked is, "How can my
club get started?"

There are many great examples of Rotary members who are
already taking action. For example, RC. Ladprao, RC. Bangkok East,
RC. Yannawa and RC. Nongkham.

There are many other mental health projects that your club
can do. Here are some ideas:

1. Projects to promote mental health awareness

«  Organize training or seminars on mental health for the
general public, students, or specific target groups,
such as stress management, sleep promotion, symp-
toms and treatment of depression, and suicide prevention.

» Produce media to disseminate mental health knowl-
edge, such as books, magazines, videos, and social
media.

+ Organize campaigns to raise awareness of mental
health, such as marches, distribution of knowledge
materials, and campaigns in organizations and compa-
nies to create a non-stressful work environment.

2. Projects to promote mental health care skills

» Provide training and skills in mental health care for
medical and public health personnel.

» Establishamental health counselingand support
center, such as a mental health clinic, or develop an
online platform that provides counseling and support
for those who need mental health assistance.

« Oreanize activities to promote mental health, such as
yoga, meditation, art therapy, mindfulness training,
and emotion management.

3. Projects to support access to mental health services
» Provide funding for mental health services, such as
medical expenses, medication, and psychotherapy.
» Coordinate with relevant agencies to facilitate access
to mental health services.
»  Promote public awareness of the importance of access
to mental health services.

Your club can customize these ideas to fit the context and needs
of the community it serves, taking into account factors such as
the size of the club, budget, available resources, and the goals of
the project. By working together in this way, Rotary can continue
to Create Hope in the World.
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Music Therapy for Mental Health

Music therapy is a science that is widely used in medicine by using musical elements
as aid in therapy. Music therapy can help restore both the physical and mental aspects.

It also helps develop communication skills and build good relationships with others.
In medication, music therapy has been used for a long time. It is believed that music will
help people relax from illness, worries and reduce stress. In addition, some researches show that patients, who
listened to music therapy before undergoing surgery, have reduced stress and anxiety. Stress-related hormones
decreased more than using stress-relieving drugs. Listening to music can also help reduce depression by
helping to adjust the mood to be calmer, making it easier to sleep. It can be said that music therapy is like

stress, making the listener feel relaxed.

Rotary International recognizes the importance of promoting and encouraging good mental health among
human resources at all levels. Rotary Club of Yannawa, District 3350 RI, therefore joins with Rotary Community Corps of Yannawa School for the
Elderly and Good Deeds Group, organize music therapy activities for good mental health and prevention of depression in the elderly for the
elderly in Yannawa District. The objective is to use music to promote good mental health, get rid of stress, stimulate memory, increase communication
skills, encourage physical rehabilitation, promote social skills and prevent depression in the elderly. The event was held on 3 November 2023
with the honor of having the Deputy Director-General of the Department of Elderly Affairs to preside over the Opening Ceremony of the event at
the Yannawa School for the Elderly, Wat Thong Bon, Yannawa District, Bangkok. This activity will help promote good mental health for all elderly
participants who will be happy and have good mental health in the long run.

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Mental health is a state of a happy mind with ability to resolve life’s challenges and pursue daily life, having positive feelings
towards both oneself and others, having emotional maturity, not feeling uncomfortable and shaken by the changing environment.

The World Health Organization has designated October 10 as World Mental Health Day, and this year Rotary is placing a special
focus on mental health, urging clubs across the globe to organize inclusive activities for all ages to maintain good mental to preventing
depression and fostering a happier society, which is the hope of the world.

On October 11-12, the Rotary Club of Bangkok East hosted an Inside Out project activity that aimed to help individuals manage
their emotions and thoughts to promote a happy mental state. Led by Past President Sriadisorn Wannaphong and her team, this
initiative provided training to Interactors from Wat Nong Chok Secondary School, sponsored by the club. The program emphasized the
cultivation of mental stability, setting life goals, and trying to achieve with enthusiasm, determination, and joy.

Through this training, sroup mentors were able to identify children who openly admitted to struggling with depression and experi-

encing sexual abuse. For these individuals, the project is committed to offering personalized consultation on a case-by-case basis.
